MOROSO Award for contemporary art
The MOROSO Award was established to recognise, promote and sustain up-and-coming artists who live and work in Italy, with the specific aim of presenting a comprehensive panorama of the contemporary arts scene. This is done in collaboration with a museum, a place that is also seen as an environment for research and experimentation.
The Moroso Award is a unique example within the industry of collaboration between public and corporate bodies, thus testifying to the creative and innovation-driven excellence in both sectors. 

The by-invitation competition seeks to give prominence to artists representing the many different contemporary art forms: video, photography, painting, installations, performances, sculpture.
Each Moroso Award will be accompanied by a bilingual catalogue to illustrate the various stages: the discussions, the selection processes, the works, interviews, critiques, and factsheets. The catalogue will therefore take stock of the Italian artistic scene, providing a vital promotional and publicity vehicle for the use of Italian and international art-world professionals.

The Award's mechanism:

Ten curators, chosen from Italian and international contemporary art organisations and foundations, will put forward the names of thirty under-45 artists. Andrea Bruciati, director of the Civic Gallery of Contemporary Art of Monfalcone, will then draw up a shortlist of ten candidates. In November 2010 each of the ten artists will present – in an exhibition at the Monfalcone Civic Gallery – a selection of works which illustrate their artistic explorations and a general project done for the Moroso Award.

The jury – Patrizia Moroso, Moroso's art director, assisted by two representatives of the worlds of design and culture – will select the three winners who will be invited to develop and implement a residential, site-specific project in Moroso's New York, London and Milan showrooms. 

Award stages:

February – selection of the ten curators who will choose the artists 

April – curators submit the names of 30 artists
May – ten artists selected for the exhibition
October – jury's final decision with residency allocation
November- exhibition at the Monfalcone Civic Gallery of Contemporary Art
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
