In celebration of this festival of design taking place in May in New York City, Moroso will be involved in several activities.  From  conversations with design celebrities and product introductions by internationally renowned creators, to parties in their honor, Moroso highlight its commitment to creativity, and its role as a leader of cutting edge design.  Participation venues are twofold:  at the Moroso showroom in SoHo will be the newest products, including prototypes that will be flown in directly from their premiere in Milan this past April; at Wanted Manhattan, Moroso will provide furnishings  for the large Successful Living Diesel stand, joining Foscarini, Scavolini, Seletti and Berti.

Showroom, 146 Greene Street

There are many stories to be told by Moroso this Spring.  In addition to the new products (see separate release) the showroom will be awash in new colors, textures, and finishes giving a fresh look to many of the classic Moroso designs. Thanks to Blur, an innovative knit upholstery fabric which segues from one color to another over a large area, classic pieces from Ron Arad’s Spring and Victorian & Albert collection are given a new perspective.  Another ombre effect has been created for Werner Aislinger’s Bikini Chairs whose lower solid colors evaporate as they blend into to the natural wood seat and back.  Ross Lovegrove’s lightweight Supernatural Chairs will now be interpreted in two-tone colors, and Patricia Urquiola’s colorful Tropicalia collection will be expanded with additional bright colors.   

Another important direction at the store is ongoing M’Afrique, a collection of outdoor furniture inspired by local indigenous weaving techniques from Africa but given a contemporary twist  by several of Moroso’s international design collaborators.  A growing part of Moroso’s collection, M’Afrique is made in a Moroso run workshop in Dakar, Senegal.   New this year is Husk, by Marc Thorpe, inspired by the exterior covering of corn,  an abundant crop in the fields of northern Italy.    

PIN-UP magazine will be hosting a lunch talk on Wednesday, May 13, moderated by Felix Burrichter, editor at the showroom.  Marc Thorpe and David Adjaye, who has created a new chair called Double Zero, will be discussing their new designs with Patrizia Moroso.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]And finally, Moroso has become the exclusive US distributor for Golran, a fourth-generation Persian carpet family, now headquartered in Milan.  Under the artistic direction of Francesca Avossa of Paris, Golran produces many different collections in Nepal, China and Tibet out of wool, silk, cotton, linen, cashmere, angora, hemp mohair.   Additionally, Fem Home, a luxury home textile line from Amsterdam,  which Moroso has been carrying for two years, will introduce a line of carpets as well.  

WantedDesign Manhattan

While Moroso’s Successful Living Diesel Collection will be prominently on view here (see separate release), Patrizia Moroso, creative director of Moroso will participate in “Women, Creativity & Intuition,” a group that will also include Chantal Hamaide of Intramuros, and Philip Fimano, Trend Union/Edelkoort Inc.  The moderator, Jennifer Scanlan is a curator at Museum of Arts and Design.  Sunday, May 17, 2:30-3:30.
